Who can apply?   Any lay member of a URC congregation in Scotland or a group of lay people from one or more URC congregations in Scotland.

What can the money be used for?  Adult learning, training,  personal development that enhances Christian service in church and/or          community.  For example: courses or days run by the Scottish College, the Windermere Centre, TLS, a local college/university, a community-focussed organisation.

Should I let anyone else know I’m applying?  Because grants are given to pay towards opportunities that will enhance your Christian    service and the Church’s mission, we would encourage you to let your Minister and/or your elder know.  Talk it over with them!  Ideally they will be able to support you and help you find ways of making use of this o[image: image1.jpg]L
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pportunity for the congregation and/or local community.

How much money can be applied for?  The maximum in any 12 month period is £200 per person or group and, normally, only one     application per person or group will be considered in that period.

Will I be given the full amount? Quite possibly but, while it is not a criterion, if you are able to make a personal financial contribution and/or if your local church or another body can do so, that all helps to spread the cost and broaden the recognition of what you are doing.

When must I apply?  You can apply at any time by using this form but generally we do not accept retrospective applications. 

Who will make the decision and when?  Your application will be assessed by two members of the Synod’s Church Life Committee and Dr Jack Dyce, College Principal.  They will let you know as soon as possible, usually within one month of receiving your form.

What happens afterwards?  As well as acknowledging the grant, it would be very helpful for us if you could let us know how the programme or course went: Was it useful?  Would you recommend it to others?  How are you putting what you learnt into practice?
